Exhibition Rules and Procedures: The exhibition is open to artists, photographers, and
invited guests of the Mountain Top and surrounding areas. TWO original works in any
medium (paintings, prints, drawings, collage, sculpture, computer art, and photography), not
previously shown in a Twilight Park Exhibition, may be submitted. No crafts.

ALL submissions MUST adhere to following rules to be accepted.

¢ Entries must be properly framed with WIRES for hanging. (No hooks or holes, no
visible wires when hung)

e All works must have identification — either signed on front or labeled on back.

e If mats are used, the colors allowed are black, white or ivory only.

e Watercolors, photographs, other works on paper must be glazed and framed.

e Plexiglass must be used for work larger than 18" X 24".

¢ Oils and related media on canvas must be framed or have finished edges.

e Maximum size: 48" tall by 36"wide, including frames. If you have larger pieces,
please call see if we can accommodate them.

e A few pedestals are available for sculpture. Make arrangements through information
numbers below.

e No substitutions or price changes after entry form is received. No POR (price on
request).

Note: ALL ENTRIES MUST BE FOR SALE.

e WORKS MAY NOT BE REMOVED BEFORE 4:30PM SUNDAY,
INCLUDING CORNER STORE. Please be respectful of this timeline and refrain
from removing artwork before the show has concluded.

e ALL WORKS MUST BE CHECKED OUT.

o One entry fee per adult exhibitor - $20

A limited number of awards will be presented by judges’ decision. Twenty percent (20%) of
all sales will be retained by Twilight Park Artists.

TWO original works in
any medium may be submitted — matted, framed or otherwise ready for display. Children’s artwork
is not for sale. Please include a completed entry form for each child (entry fee waived for children).

A numbered master list on a full sheet
of paper must accompany artwork, and labels (3 initials, piece number, and price) must be on
the front of work. Individual cards do not need to be labeled. Questions? Please call Rachel
Roll (518-589-9855). Deliver the master list and sale items to the Twilight Park Clubhouse
between 9:30 am and 12 noon on Friday, August 7. Media on all pieces must be clearly and
correctly stated on master list - including digital and other prints. Only registered exhibitors
are eligible to sell in the Corner Store.

Normal care will be taken with artwork. Twilight Cottagers will not be responsible for
loss or damage to work submitted while in storage, on exhibit, or in transit. Participation
implies acceptance of stated rules.
